The District Town Planning Scheme and R-Codes are varied in the following

manner:

1. The dwellings (including patios and gazebos) must be located within
the building envelopes where shown.

2. The requirements to consult with adjoining or other land owners to
achieve a variation of the R-Codes contained in this Local
Development Plan is not required.

3. Development shall be designed so that its shadow cast at midday 21
June, onto any adjoining property does not exceed 40% of the
adjoining property’s site areas.

4, Sheds and outbuildings that do not match the construction materials
and colours of the dwellings are not to be visible from the street or
public open space.

5. Setbacks for development shall be in accordance with the ‘Grouped
Dwelling Setbacks’ or ‘Building Setbacks’ diagrams, and relevant
‘setback variances’ as applicable.

6. Council has discretion to vary the provisions of the Local
Development Plan (including setbacks and garage locations) to
improve solar penetration.

7. Compliance with the provisions of the Local Development Plan
negates the requirement under the R-Codes to obtain planning
approval for lots less than 350 m2in area.

8. A minimum of 35% private open space is permitted.

9. Lots 174 to 181 are permitted to have 180 m2 minimum site area per
dwelling.

10. Space for two bins to be left for collection should be provided on

each lot, clear of the building line.
